Minutes of Regular Meeting Nov. 29, 2000

1. Call to order: Meeting called to order at 7:08 p.m. In
attendance: members Mucha, Amati, Ruklic, Kelly, Schultz, Engel.
Also in attendance: director Schulten. Absent: Fuller.

2. Minutes of regular meeting of October 18, 2000: Motion by
Schultz, second by Engel to approve. Motion passed unanimously.

3. Correspondence: Notice of ILA Trustee Spring Workshop to be
discussed at January meeting. Request for tax abatement by St.
James Manor.

4. Bills for payment: Motion by Schultz, second by Engel to pay
all bills. Two additional bills -- $4,142 for computers, $5,593
for Honeywell payment phase II. Motion for payment passed
unanimously on voice vote.

5. Librarian’s report: In addition to submitted report, Schulten
asked Christmas party to be moved to 5-6:30, which board agreed
to do.

6. Financial report: In the words of Herb Schultz, "great."
7. Public comment: None.

8. Other reports:

A. Friends of the Library: Rummage book sale slated Jan. 20.
$500 donation given toward "graphic novels" for Young Adult
section.

B. Crete Library Foundation: Coordinating with Crete 201-U
Foundation on fundraiser.

9. 0ld business:

A. Building report: It will cost about $700 to replace
sequencer, Schulten said.

B. Accounts consolidation: Schulten requested consolidation of
general, payroll, and petty cash accounts. On motion by Schultz,
second by Engel, move to combine Illinois Public Treasurer’s
Investment Pool accounts. Motion passed unanimously on voice
vote.

Motion passed unanimously on
voice vote.

C. 2001 Trustee election: Mucha, Engel, Amati to run again;
Schultz declined.

D. Board & Staff holiday party: Motion by Ruklic, second by
Engel to give each staff member $50 gift certificate from Lincoln
Mall. Motion by Amati, second by Engel to give Lucille Kester



$100 as retirement gift. Both motions passed unanimously on voice
vote.

11. Adjournment: Motion by Schultz, second by Ruklic to adjourn
at 8:15. Motion passed unanimously. .
