CRETE PUBLIC LIBRARY BOARD OF TRUSTEES 

MINUTES OF JANUARY 15, 2003 

 

1. Call to order: The meeting was called to order at 7:05pm by President Mucha.  Also in attendance 

were board members Kelly, Amati, Fuller, Engel, Ruklic, Stoll and Director Schulten. 
 

2. Minutes: Motion by Stoll, seconded by Fuller, to approve the regular meeting minutes from December 

15, 2002.  All present voted aye. 
 

3. Correspondence: Thank you notes from Jane Schulten, Martha Schlagel, Laura Starr and Diane Mau 

(for gifts at Christmas) were read aloud.  
 

4. Bills for payment: In addition to the bills for payment listed on the printed list, there is $139.51 owed 

to Greenwood Publishing and $275.00 needs to be transferred from the trustee fund to petty cash to pay 

for the upcoming puppet show presentation.  Motion by Engel, seconded by Amati.  All present voted 

aye. 
 

5. Librarian’s Report: As printed, with the additional comment that Jane is expanding the evening head 

count of patrons to better understand facility utilization. 
 

6. Financial Report: Treasurer Stoll reported that we are at our fiscal halfway point, and that all 

categories, with the exception of legal, are on target.
