The new drainage in the back of the building is causing some erosion and can
be fixed with simple large rocks.

Community Outreach: The library has started a little free library at the local laundry.
Other Board Reports:

Friends of the Crete Public Library: The Friends group will start selling book bundles in
November. They will also pay for some AccuCut dies for the Youth Services department.
